Thanks to your support-- 

 45 families can celebrate Christmas in a home of their own this year. 

 In a few weeks, 120 children will come downstairs from their bedrooms to open their 

stockings and Christmas presents in a warm, safe and decent Habitat home. 

 Around 50,000 wonderful Berks County volunteers have contributed over 140,000 

hours of labor on Habitat homes. 

 No Habitat Family has ever foreclosed on their mortgage. 

 In 2009 aloneðin just one yearðHabitat Families paid $59,370.00 to Berks County 

school districts and municipalities in the form of real estate taxes.  

 Reading-Berks Habitat for Humanity is serving three times as many families each 

year as we did just five years ago. 

 Habitat Families have contributed over 18,500 hours of sweat equity on their homes 

as a part of the Habitat application process. 

 

Yes, we have been touched by the hard times brought on by the global financial crisis.  But 

the amazing generosity shown to us over and over again by our hard-working, generous, and 

faithful supporters in Berks County is leading us through the darkness and into the light.
